Paul is continuing his discussion of the “worthy walk.” (4:1)
• by unity in pursuit

• by diversity in contribution
• by growing in maturity

God’s goal for every one of us is to grow in Him and be 

transformed by Him.

What in your life needs to be changed?

Do not live life as you did before you began following Jesus. (17)
• futility of mind - void of a useful aim or goal

• darkened - unable to understand
• separated from the life that comes from God

Because of all of this we ‘gave ourselves over to sensuality in the 

pursuit of immorality and greed.’ (19)

This is not the life of a Christ follower - that is if you are a 

Christ follower.

Every one of us has an “old nature” that we are constantly 

wrestling.

“if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation.  The old has passed 

away; behold, the new has come.” (2 Cor. 5:17)

Until the day of Christ’s coming, we are on a journey that requires 

us to constantly proclaim victory over our old nature. (22)

4:22 - “put off your former way of life”

HOW? (23) “be renewed in the spirit of your mind”

“Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the 

renewal of your mind...” (Rom. 12:2)

“We all, with unveiled face, beholding the glory of the Lord, are 

being transformed into the same image from one degree of glory 

to another.” (2 Cor. 3:18)

Wash your old nature away with the water of the Word every 

day.

1. Be faithful in corporate worship

2. Be engaged in Group Life

3. Be involved in the culture around you
