Leadership By Lifestyle:
4 lifestyle practices from Eph. 4:25-32

1. Speak the truth! (25)

Our words have the power to damage, not just ourselves, but all
people who follow Christ.

2. Be angry and do not sin! (26)

* Anger is not sinful.
* Anger that goes unresolved is sinful.

Anger that is not dealt with gives Satan a place in your life.
3. Work hard! (28)

Why? So you can give it away. (28c)

4. Build others up! (29)

corrupting = rotten

Since the creator of the universe extended grace to you, then
you have a compelling motivation to give it to others.

Paul’s words in summary (30-32):
* Do not grieve the Holy Spirit.
* Represent the One that died for you.

What area of your lifestyle do you need to ask God to transform?
