Two Applications:

If we are not burdened for the building of His church then we have 
a sin issue that is stifling our relationship with Jesus.

If we are not burdened by our pursuit of Jesus then we have a sin 
issue that is stifling our relationship with Him.

The work is tough - do you have an army to surround you when 
the trumpet sounds? (19-20)

Are you living life engaged in the fight?  It is not a day job... (23)

Reflection:
• How does the way you use your resources communicate your 

priorities in life? (ex. time, money, talents)
• Are you in the “right” fight?
• Are you burdened for the building of His church?
• Are you burdened for your continued pursuit of knowing Jesus?
• Do you have an army of Christ followers around you when you 

sound the trumpet?
